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In the report, the professional in the Social Area must reflect on the information collected during the stages of preparation and evaluation of the applicants, in order to provide the elements to issue professional concept and recommend the Adoption Committee of the Regional or the Institution Authorized to Develop the Adoption Program (IAPA), whether or not to grant suitability of families residing in Colombia. For families residing abroad, ICBF Adoptions Sub-Directorate, as the Central Authority, shall decide whether to endorse or not the applicants are approved by the Central Adoption Authority or the competent entity in the applicants' country of domicile.

The report shall include the elements contemplated in this format, foreseeing the possible performance that future parents may have in the development of parental roles, the welcoming and support of the extended family, as well as the conditions of the social and institutional environment in accordance with the guarantees of rights for the child or adolescent. ICBF professionals should refer to the "GUIDE FOR THE PREPARATION AND EVALUATION OF ADOPTION APPLICANTS IN COLOMBIA" which contains a section of guiding questions that they can use in a discretionary manner.

[bookmark: _Hlk48232873]The report must have the analysis tools described below.
Genogram Allows to visualize the intensity of intrafamilial relations and the existence and characteristics of the family network, provides information on the nuclear structure of the family and structure of the family of origin of each of the applicants.

Independent professionals, public servants, or collaborators of the ICBF whose Zonal or Regional Centers have purchased the license of the "Geno-pro" program or any other, may include the graph and analysis carried out by this system. 
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Echo map. 

It allows to visualize the intensity in the relations with the environment, its social network, with the extended family of each of the applicants, the immediate work environment, the religious community, close friends, among others.
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[bookmark: _Hlk48232903]Objective: To gather evidence to conceptualize and provide elements to the Adoption Committees whether to grant or not the social, moral, and physical suitability of the applicant(s) who aspire to become a parent through the adoption of a child, adolescent, or a group of siblings.

3. PARAMETERS FOR THE APPROACH OF THE FAMILY:
Below, some sections and topics are suggested that the professional should address during the processes of preparation and evaluation of the applicants with sufficient depth and rigor and integrating them into the report. New topics or additional particular aspects that you consider relevant may be included.

A. [bookmark: _Hlk57226879]Personal, educational, and family life history of each applicant.
It seeks to establish the composition of the family of origin and extended family of each of the applicants, the cultural context where they grew up, the exercise of parental authority, parenting style (rules, sanctions and positive reinforcements, etc.), expression of affection, use of free time, communication, values, principles, customs, the educational path, labor history, history of previous relationships, cause of separation or divorce and lessons learned.
[bookmark: _Hlk48233079]It should be noted that the above events are a starting point to obtain a comprehensive overview on the reality of the applicants, therefore, it is suggested to transcend from the narrative and description of the events, towards an interpretation that allows to deduce the socialization models they identify with or which of them were reconfigured through their experiences, establishing the capacity to build stable and permanent relationships, projecting the lasting and stable bond with the child, adolescent or group of siblings that will become their children. 

B. Dynamics of the marital relationship.
It seeks to determine the stability and harmony of the couple, through the combination of indicators such as: time of coexistence, identification of roles and satisfaction with their performance, communication skills, cohesion and mutual adaptation, reciprocal affectivity, decision-making, autonomy, values (of coexistence such as respect, tolerance, solidarity, equity), skills for the peaceful conflict resolution, adequate management of pressures, flexibility and ability to adapt to changes, routines, use of individual and couple free time, family meeting activities, adaptive ability to integrate the parental role into the dynamics of the couple, include important aspects that characterize the couple's relationship.

C. [bookmark: _Hlk57227074] Parental relationship with children who are inside and/or outside the home (when applicable).
It aims to establish the dynamics that the parent(s) have with their child(ren) who are outside and inside the home, everyday life, exchange of activities, development of the parental role, communication. When a history of health or disability of the applicant(s) has been identified, determine the exercise of the parental role in the family dynamics and their willingness to develop educational, affective, recreational, care activities, among others. 

D. Motivations to adopt and journey to be parents. 
The motivation of each of the applicants must be consistent with the needs of the children or adolescents in status of adoptability and their desire to be parents; the professional must establish that adoption does not have a purpose based on inappropriate motivations such as: deficiencies or difficulties of the couple with the intention that the arrival of a child provides a solution to them, loneliness, unprocessed grief due to fertility problems, health conditions, social and/or family conditioning, interest in pleasing the biological or adopted child with a sibling, philanthropic, humanitarian or religious reasons, pension substitutions or the exclusive search to improve financial conditions and all those that go against the best interests of the child and adolescent; or are based solely on the interest of the applicant(s). 

Additionally, this section aims to capture the journey of each of the applicants and as a couple until they reach the decision to adopt; identifying the time elapsed, who participated in the decision and how they have been preparing themselves; explore myths, beliefs and fears about adoption, knowledge of the characteristics and needs of children and adolescents in status of adoptability, recognition, acceptance and respect for their life history, the family's position in dealing with different situations or difficulties that may arise during parenting.

In situations where there is a history of difficulties for procreation, it will be necessary to establish whether any type of medical treatment has been carried out, if it has already ended, since it generates physical and emotional exhaustion; it is important that the grief for infertility and the non-arrival of a biological child has been elaborated.

E. [bookmark: _Hlk57227299]Expectations regarding the child or adolescent to adopt and openness to other Regionals.

In this section the professional will rely on the format "Openness to characteristics and special needs" reflecting the evolution that the applicant (s) have had during the different phases of the process, starting from the initial expectations regarding the desired child and the transformation of their adoptive project to the real child such as: sex, age, and health status. It is also important to describe the applicant(s)' openness to the characteristics and special needs of children and adolescents susceptible to adoption, correlating them with the personal, financial and social resources they have to assume these needs. 

In case it is identified that the applicant(s) have not managed to evolve in the adoptive project, it is required that they deepen and record their reflections, the openness and capacity or not to adjust to the reality of the children and adolescents linked to the protection system, it can be supported on the information recorded by the family in the Format Openness to Characteristics and Special Needs.

F. [bookmark: _Hlk57227422]Educational models, parenting patterns that they plan to use with the child or children to arrive
Establish parenting experiences with respect to children if any, identify the family organization, the distribution of roles, the time spent on the children, who cared for them in their absences and who will take care of the child or adolescent who will arrive.
In case of not having children, the applicant(s) perception about the parenting experience received and the paternity exercise implemented by family members and/or friends shall be assessed. Evaluate feelings of acceptance or rejection for the education received, aspects they do not share, positive elements that will potentialize skills and resources to maintain or reorient the guidelines previously used by caregivers according to the age and cultural environment of the child and adolescent. 
Establish the availability of time of the applicant(s) for the care of the child that will arrive through adoption, investigating the strategies, activities, redistribution of tasks, in order to adjust to the parental role and the needs of the child or adolescent. It is also important to inquire if the applicant(s) have projects associated with studies, travel, change of residence or others, which could affect the adoptive project in any of its steps. 

G. [bookmark: _Hlk57227492]Knowledge, preparation, and support of the child(ren) (when applicable). 
Children over 3 years of age inside and outside the home should be interviewed to evaluate their knowledge and preparation regarding the construction of the adoptive project, identify the possible incidence or transformation before the arrival of a sibling in the family dynamics. 

Identify the exercise of the parental role of the applicant(s), their dynamics and ties, the concept that each child has about the role exercised by their parent in the upbringing. It is important to note that different technological tools are available to conduct interviews for those people who cannot be present.

H. [bookmark: _Hlk57227558]Knowledge, preparation, and support of family and social networks.
Because the child or adolescent builds emotional bonds, interacts and develops by sharing with the members of the extended family, it is important to be sure that they will welcome and integrate him or her as another member of the family.  Levels of support for adoptive parents in parenting and care processes should be established; and in case of permanent absence of the parents who could assume personal care and custody. 

In case a member of the extended family does not accept adoption, the direct impact on family integration and the development of the adopted child must be evaluated, ultimately it is intended to avoid possible rejections, discrimination, or isolation, among other aspects.

[bookmark: _Hlk47103356]Describe the relationships of neighborliness, friendship, and work context, as the adopted child will interact with these environments. Identifying institutional resources at the educational, community, recreational, cultural, and health levels and all those that contribute to the comprehensive development of children and adolescents, seeking to determine whether their ethnic and cultural characteristics are accepted within the new environment. 

Particularly in single-parent families, the organization and redistribution of parental roles will be deepened, taking into account personal, family, social and work contexts. 

These aspects are evaluated in the interaction that takes place with the support networks during the home visit and the socio-family meeting.
 
I. [bookmark: _Hlk57227704]Housing and social-financial conditions for the arrival of one or more children through adoption
It describes the housing conditions of the applicants, if they have adequate and consistent physical and residential spaces (lighting, services, health, etc.) both for the members of the family group and for the arrival of the child, it also describes the surrounding environment which must have adequate environmental, security and physical conditions to promote the development of the child or adolescent, these aspects are verified through the technique of home visit, see "home visit format".

In addition, the social-family conditions of the applicant(s) shall be evaluated in accordance with the sociocultural context, lifestyle, and belief system, which will establish and corroborate that they are currently adequate and that they can guarantee the care of a child and adolescent or of the group of siblings who would arrive through the adoptive route. Income, expenses, and financial capacity with respect to the arrival of a child or group of siblings will be evaluated based on the budget guide.  
In the case of a request for a child, adolescent or siblings with special characteristics and needs, the personal, marital, family, financial, social and institutional resources necessary to adequately assume these characteristics or conditions are evaluated. It is important to also evaluate the level of impact that the health conditions of the child may cause in the emotional and economic stability of the family.

J. Compliance with citizen duties and criminal records. 
This section is intended to inquire about the internalization, acceptance and compliance with social and legal rules; for this purpose, criminal/judicial background checks, sexual offences, lawsuits or administrative proceedings for maintenance, custody, parental authority, regulation of visits, paternity examinations, domestic violence, among others, are carried out with the aim of identifying possible patterns of behavior that may run against the integrity and development of the child and adolescent who arrives through adoption.

Also, explore if within the extended family there are experiences with the Protection System, how they assess the situation and what their commitment to the child involved has been.

K. Health conditions and possible implications in the adoptive project. 
In case that any of the applicant(s) present any health condition or disability, it is necessary to deepen the process of acceptance, coping, management of said condition and how it could affect the performance of their parental role with the arrival of a child.

4. PROFESSIONAL CONCEPT AND RECOMMENDATION OF SUITABILITY:
Within the concept, the professional must provide sufficient technical elements for the Adoption Committee of the regional or the IAPA to determine whether the applicant(s) meets the social conditions for the adoption of a child or adolescent, which must be correlated with the conditions that are part of the physical and moral suitability. The Adoption Committee is the only legal body that can grant eligibility for adoption.

The concept of the professional must also address the reflective process of the applicant(s) during the preparation and evaluation stages, describing in depth the willingness and motivation for the arrival of a child or adolescent with ethnic characteristics and in the age range that would correspond to him or her, as established in the Technical Administrative Guideline of the Adoption Program (the pre-selection rank is established on the date when suitability is granted by the adoption committee).

In cases where the pre-selection is for a child or adolescent with an age range higher than that of pre-selection of the applicants or when it is a child and adolescent with special characteristics and needs, the professional must assess whether the resources of the family and the environment favor the restoration of the rights of the child or adolescent.

In cases where the professional considers that the applicant(s) do not meet the conditions and/or characteristics for the granting of social, physical, or moral suitability to adopt, it is important to carry out a comprehensive analysis of the elements that may affect the upbringing of a child who arrives through the adoption. Since these elements are an essential part of the Resolution issued by the Adoption Committee of ICBF Regional or of the substantiated communication projected by the Adoptions Committee of the IAPA.
